FRAUD

from work after the office is closed?  
Do you tell your neighbors he’s just 
watching the kids while you’re out?  
Do you make up other stories about 
why he’s there all the time?  CCHA is 
currently investigating more than 18 
cases of boyfriend’s living with ten-
ants.  Your Public Housing Lease 
states you must report all changes in 
household composition within ten 
days.  All persons over the age of 18 
must be declared eligible to live in 
Public Housing BEFORE they are per-
mitted to move in. 

Do not jeopardize your family.  It is 
YOUR responsibility to report your 
household income and composition.  If 
you are not truthful, in addition to 
eviction,  you could also face criminal 
penalties and fines.  CCHA will refer 
cases of FRAUD to the Office of In-
spector General for investigation. 

Have you reported ALL your house-
hold income?  Have you reported all 
household members to be added to 
your lease?  If your answer is NO, 
then you are guilty of FRAUD. 

During the past month alone, four ten-
ants were caught not reporting income; 
some for as long as six months.  The 
Public Housing Lease states that these 
tenants must pay the resulting past due 
balance within ten days or they will be 
evicted. 

If you are guilty of FRAUD, but think 
you will not get caught, YOU ARE 
WRONG.  On-line income reporting 
systems developed by Housing & Ur-
ban Development (HUD) link infor-
mation from many different State and 
Federal agencies and make that infor-
mation available to CCHA.  This new 
system, called Enterprise Income Veri-
fication (EIV), can provide household 
income information directly to CCHA 
in a matter of seconds. 

Does your boyfriend live with you?  
Does he leave in the morning before 
the office is opened and get home 
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DO NOT keep personal possessions out-
side your apartment.  The hallways, 
stairwells, lobbies, balconies and com-
munity rooms are NOT storage areas.  
Fire and Emergency personnel must 
have a clear access to all building areas.  

Personal items left in these areas will be 
removed without warning. 

DO NOT drink alcoholic beverages 
outside your apartment.  To do so is a 
violation of your Public Housing Lease 

and will result in your eviction.  This has become a 
real problem at Carter Towers and must stop. 

DO NOT leave a mess in the pavilion areas.  
Sweep up crumbs and litter.  Wash away 
spills with a bucket of warm soapy water.  
Spilled sweet drinks and crumbs attract 
ants, flies, bees and other unwanted insects. 

DO NOT’S FOR MID-RISE BUILDINGS 
For the residents of Carter Towers, Putnam Manor 
and Ransdorf Manor: 

DO NOT prop open the doors leading 
to the balcony areas.  Doing this al-
lows insects and other pests to easily 
enter and spread throughout the build-
ing.  It also disrupts the building’s air 
conditioning system. 

DO NOT leave the door to your apartment open.  
For your own safety, CCHA 
requires you to keep your 
door closed and locked.  
Tenant air conditioners must 
work harder to cool when 
warmer air from the hallway 
is allowed to enter.  A smoky 

kitchen accident could set off the building’s fire 
alarm if your door is left open. 

CCHA Staff will begin removing air conditioners starting MONDAY, OCTOBER 5th. 

No individual appointments are accepted for air conditioner removal.  If you gave 
“Permission to Enter” for your air conditioner installation, then CCHA Staff may enter 
your apartment for removal as well.  If you do not want CCHA Staff in your apartment 
when you are not home, you must contact your local CCHA Office by THURSDAY, OCTOBER 1st.   

NOTE FOR NEXT YEAR: A/C units not installed during the initial installation period will be subject to a 
$25.00 Late Installation Fee, plus the standard $80.00 charge.  Consider paying $20.00 per month extra 
beginning in January.  By May, you will have enough for your air conditioner.
