RECYCLING BINS must be stored at the rear of the apartment.
Promptly return them to the rear of your apartment after pickup.

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HOW TO RECYCLE

Broken glass and sharp metal can edges are extremely dangerous. Exercise caution when

preparing items for recycling. Improperly prepared materials are not accepted. The follow-
ing items may be recycled:

o Glass Bottles & Jars:Wash out, must be completely clean. No ceramics, window glass,
mirrors, or light bulbs.

o Aluminum, Tin & Steel Cans:Wash out, must be completely clean. Remove all paper labels. Remove
both ends if possible. Cans may be crushed to save space. No foil or aluminum trays.

« Newspapers & Magazines:Put in plastic grocery bags. No phone books, hardbound books, or coated pa-
per like cereal or pizza boxes.

« Plastic Bottles (coded 1 or 2):Wash out, must be completely clean. No other codes and no toys.

HOLIDAY DECORATIONS
Holiday Decorations are permitted. Please observe the following important guidelines:
e You may decorate your front door. o Window decorations must be inside.
o No lights are permitted on the exterior. o Do not overload electrical circuits.
o No nails, tacks or staples are permitted in o No decorations are permitted in lawns,
doors, canopies or overhangs. bushes, trees or other landscaping.
- All decorations, both indoors and outdoors, must be promptly cleaned up imme- -

diately after the Holiday.
Store all decorations safely inside your apartment.

Holiday lights used indoors should be kept to a minimum. Turn on indoor lights
only between the hours of 6:00pm and 10:00pm.

CHRISTMAS TREE REMOVAL

The City of Lock Haven will schedule Christmas Tree pick-up sometime in January. Check the
local newspapers, radio and television stations for dates or you may call City Hall at 893-5900.
Everything must be removed from the tree, including tinsel. Place the tree at curbside for pick-up.

Renovo residents must either contact their garbage hauler or dispose the tree yourself.
